Students‌ ‌identified‌ ‌as‌ ‌EL‌ ‌are‌ ‌those‌ ‌whose‌ ‌first‌ ‌language‌ ‌is‌ ‌a‌ ‌language‌ ‌other‌ ‌than‌ ‌English‌ ‌and‌‌ 
who‌ ‌qualify‌ ‌for‌ ‌EL‌ ‌services‌ ‌through‌ ‌a‌ ‌testing‌ ‌and‌ ‌referral‌ ‌process.‌  ‌EL‌ ‌identified‌ ‌students‌ ‌will‌‌ 
participate‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌general‌ ‌education‌ ‌program‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌ ‌maximum‌ ‌extent‌ ‌possible.‌  ‌It‌ ‌is‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌‌ 
general‌ ‌classroom‌ ‌setting‌ ‌with‌ ‌English‌ ‌speaking‌ ‌peers‌ ‌that‌ ‌students‌ ‌learning‌ ‌English‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌the‌‌

● Parents‌ ‌are‌ ‌encouraged‌ ‌to‌ ‌enroll‌ ‌3‌ ‌year‌ ‌olds‌ ‌in‌ ‌pre-school‌ ‌if‌ ‌English‌ ‌is‌ ‌not‌ ‌the‌ ‌primary‌‌ 
language‌ ‌used‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌home.‌  ‌This‌ ‌allows‌ ‌for‌ ‌extra‌ ‌time‌ ‌for‌ ‌language‌ ‌immersion.‌  ‌Parents‌‌ 
will‌ ‌be‌ ‌offered‌ ‌information‌ ‌about‌ ‌community-based‌ ‌resources.‌  ‌Pre-school‌ ‌students‌ ‌are‌‌

EL‌ ‌students‌ ‌are‌ ‌entitled‌ ‌to‌ ‌participate‌ ‌in‌ ‌district‌ ‌programs‌ ‌such‌ ‌as‌ ‌Gifted‌ ‌and‌ ‌Talented,‌‌ 
Extended‌ ‌School‌ ‌Services‌ ‌and‌ ‌other‌ ‌support‌ ‌programs‌ ‌in‌ ‌a‌ ‌nondiscriminatory‌ ‌manner.‌ ‌ 

● Students‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌placed‌ ‌in‌ ‌age-appropriate‌ ‌classrooms.‌  ‌Even‌ ‌if‌ ‌students‌ ‌have‌ ‌not‌‌ 
attended‌ ‌school‌ ‌before,‌ ‌the‌ ‌social‌ ‌nature‌ ‌of‌ ‌schooling‌ ‌cannot‌ ‌be‌ ‌ignored.‌  ‌It‌ ‌is‌ ‌important‌‌ 
to‌ ‌place‌ ‌students‌ ‌with‌ ‌their‌ ‌peers‌ ‌and‌ ‌allow‌ ‌them‌ ‌to‌ ‌interact‌ ‌naturally.‌ ‌ 

● The‌ ‌EL‌ ‌IA‌ ‌will‌ ‌work‌ ‌directly‌ ‌with‌ ‌students‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌classroom‌ ‌in‌ ‌conjunction‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌‌ 
general‌ ‌classroom‌ ‌teacher.‌  ‌In‌ ‌this‌ ‌way,‌ ‌EL‌ ‌personnel‌ ‌have‌ ‌a‌ ‌better‌ ‌understanding‌ ‌of‌‌

● EL‌ ‌students‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌encouraged‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌involved‌ ‌in‌ ‌extracurricular‌ ‌activities‌ ‌at‌ ‌all‌ ‌grade‌‌ 
levels.‌ ‌ 

● Committee‌ ‌members‌ ‌are‌ ‌asked‌ ‌to‌ ‌sign‌ ‌the‌ ‌PSP‌ ‌form,‌ ‌and‌ ‌parents‌ ‌give‌ ‌permission‌ ‌for‌‌ 
the‌ ‌plan‌ ‌implementation.‌  ‌This‌ ‌will‌ ‌be‌ ‌mailed‌ ‌if‌ ‌the‌ ‌parents‌ ‌did‌ ‌not‌ ‌attend‌ ‌the‌ ‌meeting.‌ 

● Parents‌ ‌of‌ ‌EL‌ ‌students‌ ‌have‌ ‌a‌ ‌right‌ ‌to‌ ‌decline‌ ‌or‌ ‌opt‌ ‌their‌ ‌children‌ ‌out‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌school‌‌
